Enrolments for 2011 & 2012

Parent Teacher Interviews 

The Parent Teacher  Interviews are  to be held on Wednesday 28  July  and 
Thursday 29  July 2010.   The school will  close at 1pm on Wednesday 28 
July and we  ask  parents  to make  arrangements  to  collect  their  children  at 
this time. 

 

Epsom Normal  is continuing to use the Parent Teacher interview system in 
order to make it easier for you to book your child/ren’s interview with their 
teachers.  Please follow the steps below in order to register into the system.  
We regret that this is on a first come, first serve basis and we will not be able 
to move other parents’ times to accommodate your personal needs. 

 

If  you  are  not  able  to  access  the  Internet  from  your  home  or  work,  a 
computer has been placed  in  the reception area of  the school  for your use.  
Office staff will be able to assist parents with this process. 

 

Steps 

1. Go to http://www.schoolinterviews.co.nz/ 
2. Type in our school code EXFQ2 
3. Choose New Parent Booking (only have to register on first use) 
4. Enter  your  name,  your  email  address  (to  receive  confirmation  of 

your  bookings),  number  of  children  at  ENPS  and  the  child/rens’ 
names 

5. Choose  your  child/ren’s  year  level  and  teacher.    Book  a  time  that 
suits you. 

 

You will then receive email confirmation if you choose to enter your address.  
If you wish to change  the  time(s) selected, please  login at any  time.   Please 
note:  other  parents  may  have  logged  in  as  well  and  less  times  may  be 
available. 

 

The Deputy Principals of each sector of the school will also be in their offices 
if you wish to speak to them at the time of the interviews.  Please ask at the 
school office if you are unsure where to go. 

 

Bookings will  close  at  10.00am on Tuesday 27  July.    There will  be no 
changes past this time.
